Payment

This workshop is costed in Euros and that is thus the only constant price due to the fluctuations of the
exchange rate prices in other currencies. Payment for this workshop is handled by our partners at Iceland
Travel.

In order to secure your place on this workshop a 20% deposit must be paid at the time of the booking. The
remainder of the total holiday price is to be paid 6 weeks (41 days) prior to arrival in Iceland. If payment in
not received 28 days prior to arrival, Iceland Travel will treat this as a cancellation of the booking and
withdraw its confirmation of services.

For all bookings made within 30 days prior to arrival to Iceland, a full payment must be made at the time of
the booking.

Cancellation
